The Centre of Molecular and Environmental Biology of the University of Minho makes it known that expressions of
interest are accepted for the purposes of establishing a pool of interested parties for the hiring of two (2) Guest
Researchers, in the scientific areas of Biological Sciences and related areas aiming at the development of scientific
activities within the scope of the “PBA — Blue Economy Pact” project, with reference C644915664-00000026,
investment n® 16, of the Incentive System - Mobilizing agendas for business innovation, framed in the “Innovation
Pacts” typology, financed by the Agency for Competitiveness and Innovation — IAPMEI, I.P. through the PRR-
Recovery and Resilience Plan and European Next Generation EU funds, for a period of 12 months.

The Pool of Interested Parties is established under the terms of Circular VRT-ECF-05/2023 of September 15, relating
to the Hiring of guest researchers under private law, the Career Regulation, Recruitment, Hiring and Performance
Assessment of Research Personnel in Private Law Regime of the University of Minho (RPI-UM), amended and
republished by Orderno. 10353/2022, published in the Diario da Republica, 2nd series, no. 163, of 24 August, being
subsidiarily applicable Circular ECUM-PRES-03/2023, which establishes the procedures applicable to the hiring of
guest research personnel under private law, provided for in article 6 of the aforementioned regulation, within the
scope of ECUM R&D projects/units.

Considering that the guest researcher is recruited by invitation, under the terms of the Scientific Research Career
Statute (ECIC), in the current wording, applicable ex vi article 15 of the RPI-UM and that guest researchers under
private law perform the functions corresponding to the existing categories in the career of research staff provided
forin the ECIC, entry-level doctorate researchers are not covered.

Pursuant to article 36 of the ECIC, the hiring of guest researchers is carried out by invitation, with equivalence to
the ECIC research career category (Auxiliary Researcher; Principal Investigator and Coordinating Researcher),
which will be established by the ECUM Scientific Council, upon proposal from the project's Responsible
Investigator, following the procedure established in Circular ECUM-PRES-03/2023.

This notice does not constitute the opening of any competition, and as a result there is no right to be hired resulting
from the relative assessment of the CVs presented by the candidates.

1. Application requirements:

To this end, interested parties who wish to carry out research functions in the aforementioned Unit may formalize
their interest, bringing together personal, academic and professional elements, as long as they cumulatively meet
the following conditions:

¢ Academic training: PhD in the scientific area(s) indicated;

* Relevant scientific and/or professional activity in the area of Biological Sciences;

¢ Relevant curriculum vitae in the scientific area(s) indicated;

* Certificate of academic qualifications, preferably doctorates with more than 5 years of post-doctoral training;
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* Experience in (€)DNA (meta)barcoding and/or related molecular approaches for species identification and
detection is preferred, including molecular techniques (DNA extraction, amplification), bioinformatics analyses
(editing and aligning Sanger sequences, processing and analyses of high-throughput sequencing data, i.e.,
metabarcoding), taxonomic assignment, and phylogeographic analysis. Programming skills for bioinformatic
applications are highly valued.

* Detailed Curriculum Vitae, which must include all indicators of scientific, technological production and
cooperation with society;

e Documentation proving possession of an academic degree and professional qualifications.
